NONSUCH ABBEYFIELD – RESIDENT SELECTION POLICY         Form C

Nonsuch Abbeyfield welcomes applications from men and women who are over retirement age and who would like to become a Resident at one of our three supported sheltered houses at 82 Mulgrave Road, Sutton; 82 York Road, Cheam or The Old House in Epsom Road, Ewell. 

The Selection process begins when a room becomes available; initial consideration will be given to Applicants who have expressed a preference for early occupancy. A Resident in another Abbeyfield who wishes to transfer to one of our houses will be given priority provided there is a genuine reason to move.  Nonsuch Abbeyfield will give priority to an Applicant with the greatest need for housing and support, rather than on a first come first served basis.
Supported sheltered houses are designed for people who do not need personal or nursing care. To be considered for residency an Applicant will: 
· be legally resident within the UK
· be compatible with the others in the house 
· receive a satisfactory medical report from their GP 
· be able to safely manage the stairs in an emergency

· be able to comply with the safety and fire regulations 

If there is more than one Applicant for an available room the Society will use the following criteria to decide priority:
· loneliness and social needs
· suitability of existing housing
· other options available to the Applicant
· the needs of the existing Abbeyfield household
· how well the Applicants’ support needs can be met 
· the suitability of the room for the Applicants’ needs
If, at any stage, Nonsuch Abbeyfield finds that we cannot meet the needs of an Applicant we may offer advice as to where the Applicant may find more suitable accommodation and support locally.  Similarly an Applicant may decide, at any stage, that they do not wish to proceed with their application.

Nonsuch Abbeyfield aims to be affordable to all; financial assessments do not influence the selection process.  However, when offering a place the Admissions sub-Committee will need to be assured that the Applicant is able to meet the charges by, if necessary, claiming Pension Credit & Housing Benefit. 
So as to ensure that all Applicants are given enough time to think through their move, the Admissions procedure is a seven stage process.  Once each stage is successfully completed the Applicant will be able to pass on to the next stage.
· an initial enquiry to our Administrator on 020 8394 0050
· an invitation to view one, two or all three of our houses
· an invitation to lunch following receipt of the Expression of Interest form

Then, following confirmation that the application will proceed and that the available   room is suitable for the Applicants’ needs
· completion of the Application & Medical forms, receipt of the GP’s report
· an invitation to stay in the chosen house for several days
· an informal discussion with the Admissions Panel
· an offer is made, arrangements for the Applicant to take possession
